SAFETY PRECAUTIONS

1. Any attempt to disassemble, repair or make alteration to the appliance by non-competent personnel may
result in function abnormality, fire hazards, electrical shock and severe damages. Replacement or modifi-
cation of power supply cord is strictly prohibited.

2. Use AC 220-240V power supply only. Do not plug in or unplug the power cord during operation.

3. Do not reverse the vertical standing position. Avoid chassis in contact with moisture or water submersion
to prevent electrical shock and short circuit.

4. lIsolate the power supply and empty the water reservoir during prolonged stoppage while using the
appliance.

5. Strictly for water only; do not use for ice, juice, soup, semi liquid, flammable liquid and etc.

6. Warning! Keep away from hot water outlet after switching on the power; it may take 2 to 5 seconds for hot
water to dispense in accordance to raw water temperature.

7. Hot water flow may continue for 1 to 2 seconds after switching off; kindly switch off upon filling 3/4 of the
cup and remove cup when hot water flow is completely stopped.

1. Always switch off and unplug your water dispenser and allow it to cool completely before cleaning.
2. Do not immerse the appliance into any liquid to avoid the damage.

3.To maintain it's performance, suggest to descale the appliance at least once every months. Please use the
toxic free detergent such as citric acid, to add come citric acid into water as to 1% proportion, and
operate always the appliance about three times, the scale will be get rid of completely. After the
completion, please pour out the all boiled water in water tank and add pure water to operate the
appliance twice before you drink.

4. Do not use any chemical, metal, wood or abrasive detergent to clean the appliance housing, always use a
damp cloth.

5. Always handle the appliance gently, do not place it near the edge of the table and the counter, to protect
against the deform or function damage in case it fall down from the table accidently.

6. This appliance is intended to be used in household and similar application such as:
- staff kitchen areas in shops, offices and other working environments;
- farm houses;
- by clients in hotels, motels and other residential type environments;
- bed and breakfast type environments.

7. Calibrating of temperature and water volume If you found the temperature and water volume is not so
accurate, You can calibrate as below:
Fill water in tank till max level,press and hold the “Temp” button for 3 seconds,the temperature display will
show “AUT", the flow volume will display “000”, press “On/Off"” button before locking. The appliance enters
the adjusting mode: from 45-55-65-75-85-100 sequential adjustment and automatically exit after
completion.The time is about 4-5 minutes.The water will flow out from the dispensing nozzle during the
process. Put a large container under the spout.
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OPERATION GUIDELINES

. Cleaning: Remove the buffer tank to clean the water reservior. And replace back the buffer
tank when completed.

2. Fill water: Open the lid and remove the buffer tank. Fill the reservoir with water not

exceeding the maximum level. Apply the same procedure for a new unit or a fully
emptied appliance.

. Control Panel: Press the Lock button for about 3 to 5 seconds to unlock the appliance.
Press the Temp button to choose 000 degree setting. Press Litre button to choose 000
volume setting. After dispensing out unheated water, please choose 100 degree Temp
setting and 000 Litre setting to operate the appliance for 1 minute until the detection of

boiling point is finished. The appliance is ready for use - set the Temp and Volume to
desired settings.

4. Dry Boiling Protection: When water tank out of water, the appliance will automatically

power off to prevent dry boiling and the indicator light will be on. Top-up water to
normalise the appliance function.

The appliance have manual thermostat to recover the heating function for unexpected
operation, you can reset the thermostat by pressing a reset button.

After cleaning the appliance, please open the drainage stopper in order to clean up
wastewater. Note: tighten the drainage stopper after opening it.

TROUBLESHOOTING

Kindly be informed that the following symptoms are normal.

1. There will be a slight sound while heating in process.

2. When surrounding temperature or water temperature is low, heating time may be extended.
3. Occasional drips of water at nozzle is normal.

4. Bubbles may appear at buffer tank when water level is at minimum.
